Content 
	Highly creative, non-typical; unique, appropriate to chosen topic; conveys strong message, engages audience immediately; Clear beginning, middle and end with noticeable transitions. 
	Somewhat creative, original, subject is of assigned topic, conveys a message, attracts audience attention; Somewhat of a beginning, middle and end, but transitions between aren’t clear.  
	Questionable creativity and originality, subject is weakly related to assigned topic, the message is unclear, and / or loses audience attention. Missing the beginning, middle or end.  
	Lacks creativity, lacks originality, does not follow assignment, message incomplete or disjointed, does not attract attention of audience; Doesn’t have a discernable beginning, middle or end.

	Bibliography not properly formatted or incomplete; some problems using chosen software; music (if added) is not appropriate for the topic but does not distract from the presentation
	Bibliography is missing; problems using chosen software evident; music (if added) is not appropriate for the topic and distracts from the presentation.
